To promote public involvement in the local decision making process while protecting public health and safety, the City will be temporarily conducting public meetings using an online application called Zoom. This application allows remote participation by the Planning Commission, staff and the public, which is necessary to minimize possible exposure and spread of COVID-19.  For those who are unable to participate using Zoom, written comments may also be submitted up to the close of the public hearing. More information about the temporary public meeting procedures and how to submit public comments is included in this notice.
NATURE OF MEETING
The Central Point Planning Commission will consider a Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Map Amendment to change the zoning designation on multiple properties south of Bush Street between South 4th and South 1st Streets from C-2(M) Commercial-Medical to R-1-6 (Residential Single Family) and Civic. The C-2(M) district was created in 1993 and was intended to enhance Central Point’s attractiveness as a location for private medical practices and other health facilities that may be directly or indirectly related to hospital-type activities. The old hospital building previously owned by Asante was purchased by Central Point School District #6 with the intention of adding to their elementary school facilities. 

The School District asked the City to initiate a zone change for their property alone but under the circumstances the City considers it wise to eliminate the medical zoning designation altogether. Since there are many single family homes in the C-2(M) zoning district, residents and property owners may wish to have their commercial zoning changed to residential zoning at no expense to them.  A public meeting to discuss this application is scheduled for the time and location listed above.  
The properties involved in this application are identified on the Jackson County Assessor’s map as 37S 2W 11BC, Tax Lots 800 through 5000 and 37S 2W11BL, Tax Lots 100-700. If there is any question whether your property is involved in this application, please call 541-423-1025.
Pursuant to ORS 197.763 (3) (e), failure to raise an issue during this hearing, in person or in writing, with sufficient specificity to afford the decision-makers and the parties an opportunity to respond to the issue prior to the close of the final hearing means that an appeal based on that issue cannot be raised at the State Land Use Board of Appeals (LUBA).
At the meeting, the Planning Commission will review the Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Map Amendment application; hear testimony from the applicants, proponents, opponents; and hear arguments on the application.  Any testimony or written comments must be related to the criteria set forth above.  At the conclusion of the review, the Planning Commission may approve, approve with conditions or deny the application.

CRITERIA FOR DECISION

Criteria for the Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Map Amendment application(s) are set forth in the CPMC 17.05.400 Type III Procedure, and 17.96.500, Amendments - Approval Criteria.  The Central Point Municipal Code is available online at www.centralpointoregon.gov. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS
1. Any person interested in commenting on the above-mentioned land use decision may submit written comments up until the close of the Planning Commission meeting scheduled for May 5, 2020. It is strongly encouraged that any person who is interested in commenting on the project, submit testimony in writing prior to the meeting. 
2. Written comments may be submitted to Central Point City Hall, 140 South Third Street, Central Point, OR 97502 or by e-mail to tom.humphrey@centralpointoregon.gov.  
3. Issues which may provide the basis for an appeal on the matters shall be raised prior to the expiration of the comment period noted above.  Any testimony and written comments about the decision described above will need to be related to the proposal and should be stated clearly to the Planning Commission.
